Objects to being saddled or girthed

Inability to flex (bend) at the pole
Stumbling or tripping excessively

Unable to travel straight

Trouble with lead changes

Resists collection work & transitions
Ears pinned, tail swishing

Sore back muscles

Dry spots/white hairs
